Then there will be love and unity in that body
ready to be matured. Again wait, wait until they are humbled by judgments, then
you will speak my truths.”

The Holy Spirit started speaking again—‘“They (Christians is prayer lines)
think they must be prayed for by ‘man of the hour’ to be healed. It is not the man,
but I who does the healing. | use whoever | choose to do the praying, but the one
who is being prayed for must be willing to humble himself and believe to receive
healing. Or, does that man who is being prayed for have his eyes focused on ‘the
man of the hour’ for healing? What does my Word say? James 5:13-16 13 |s any
among you afflicted? Let him pray. Is any merry? Let him sing psalms. 14 Is any
sick among you? Let him call for the elders of the church; and let them pray over
him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord: 15 And the prayer of faith
shall save the sick, and the Lord shall raise him up; and if he have committed sins,
they shall be forgiven him. 16 Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for
another, that ye may be healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a righteous man
availeth much.
