God’s Grace And Mercy 
 

December 1, 2002. 
 

God’s grace as taught by the Holy Spirit—“My grace is not for those in sin.  
My grace is not for those in disobedience to my Word.  My grace is not for those 
who do not seek me.  My grace is not for those who love worldly pleasure over 
heavenly gifts.   
 My grace is my perfect will.  What is my perfect will?  To be holy as I am 
holy?  To be holy is to obey my Word and bear the fruit of my Word.  A true fruit 
bearer of my Word will be despised by others who claim to have truth and love.  
For a true fruit bearer lives and speaks my Word without compromise.  Those 
calling themselves Christians and bearing improper fruit deny the power that could 
make them godly.  Only those in my grace will enter in on that day.  They put oil 
in their lanterns and prepared themselves for the bridegroom.  And on that day 
their light will be burning and they will have a seat at the feast.   

Grace is a way of life in deeds and thoughts.  Grace is yes, I will Lord, when 
the Spirit speaks.  Grace is blessings unlimited and protection in the days ahead.  
Seek me now, prepare now, and be in my grace now.  Suffer not my children, if 
you are prepared.  On that day, those who are unprepared will suffer in pain and 
sorrow, but I will forgive those who live, if they will repent and come into my 
grace.” Amen. 
  The Lord started showing me more this night about grace and mercy and 
how they are different.  The first thing he showed me is how the “church” is 
preaching that God’s grace and the road to salvation is easy and has no sacrifices.  
But how wrong they are.  Read the Holy Spirit teaching above a second time to see 
what God’s grace is.  The “church” has fallen from grace.  (Webster’s dictionary—
fall from grace to do wrong; sin) The “church” is deep in God’s mercy by what is 
being preached.  How much longer can they be in God’s mercy when they fear 
God by the precept of man?   
 What is mercy?  Vine’s Dictionary—English Words: Merciful (Adjective 
and Verb; to be), Mercy (Noun and Verb; to have; etc.) Usage Number: A-1, Part 
of Speech: Noun, Strong’s Number: 1656, Greek Word: eleos.  Usage Notes: 
“is the outward manifestation of pity; it assumes need on the part of him who 
receives it, and resources adequate to meet the need on the part of him who shows 
it.  
 Webster’s Dictionary—a refraining from harming or punishing offenders, 
enemies, persons in one’s power, etc; kindness in excess of what may be expected 
or demanded by fairness; forbearance and compassion.  
 As used in the Word of God—Ephesians 2:4-5 4 But God, who is rich in 
mercy, for his great love wherewith he loved us, 5 Even when we were dead in 
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sins, hath quickened us together with Christ, (by grace ye are saved;)  (KJV)  Titus 
3:5 5 Not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to his 
mercy he saved us, by the washing of regeneration, and renewing of the Holy 
Ghost;  (KJV)  Luke 1:50 50 And his mercy is on them that fear him from 
generation to generation.  (KJV) 
 Look how much God loves us; in Ephesians 2:5 (by grace you are saved).  
When we confess that Jesus Christ is our Lord and Savior and that he arose from 
the dead on the third day and by faith we believe in our hearts what we confess, we 
come into God’s grace.  He allows us to be taught that we may walk and stay in his 
perfect will.  This is his grace. 

I add this note on what the Holy Spirit spoke in May of 2001 about grace 
and mercy. The Holy Spirit spoke—“I will no longer allow my children to drag 
their robe of righteousness in the mud and be in my grace.  They will be in my 
mercy and the door to the tormenter is opened and they will suffer.” I spoke and 
said ‘Lord that is severe’.  Then the Holy Spirit showed me the difference between 
grace and mercy.  He said—“Look at God as the center of all things.  Around God 
is a circle with God in the center of the circle.  This circle is God’s grace.  Around 
the first circle is a second circle which is much larger in area than the first circle.  
This is God’s mercy.” 
 Praise God that he never quits revealing his truths to those who seek him and 
put him first in all things in their life.  Amen.

3:00 AM to 4:30 AM. 

 This early morning teaching is the result of something I shared with a 
brother and sister in Christ.  They asked ‘are you baptized in the Holy Spirit if you 
do not speak in tongues’?  I said I did not know but I referred them to the book of 
Acts.  After this morning’s teaching by the Holy Spirit, I now have a little deeper 
understanding of God’s love, grace and mercy; and how wide, how high and how 
deep it is.  I pray the Holy Spirit speaks to your heart as he did to mine as you read 
and study God’s truth presented by the Holy Spirit this day. 
 Here is what the Holy Spirit spoke in the hour and a half as I recorded—“My 
grace is holiness unto me.  Be ye holy as I am holy.  Without holiness you have not 
the narrow path.  Hear me and tremble with fear for my mercy is the last hope for 
repentance on the broad road to hell.  How do you choose to live out your life in 
this world?  By grace (my perfect will) or by mercy (my permissive will)?  With 
joy or misery?  Open your eyes, remove the wax from your ears, you who are in 
mercy, not understanding the darkness that surrounds you.  You lack the 
knowledge of my Word to apply to your life to save yourself from the pain and 
sorrow that comes with judgments being released.  Do not be deceived.  I am a 
God of love and because I love you even when you are in my mercy, I can, I have 
and I will continue to touch you supernaturally as you cry out for help.  I do these 
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things in the hope you will repent of your disobedience and rebellion, because you 
lack knowledge. 
 Listen to me, this is very critical.  The item that you think is a small thing, it 
can cause me to withhold part of my blessings in your life on this earth, is being 
born of the Spirit.  There is only one way to know if you are born of the Spirit and 
you will have the evidence of speaking in tongues also called praying in the Spirit, 
and you prayer language.  This is according to my Word.  If you are doing my 
works without the evidence, stop and wait and while you wait seek me in prayer 
that I may baptize you with the Holy Spirit and you shall receive power.   All must 
have their day of Pentecost to be able to come into my grace my perfect will.  Do 
not be mislead by your thoughts or the teachings of others.  You must have the 
evidence to truly know if you are born of the Spirit.  
 I am God, I sent my Word, He spoke it, and it is written.  My Word is truth it 
does not lie.  Serve me fully in my truth, in my grace and not in my mercy.  Listen 
to my sayings and be like the wise man and build on the rock and not sand so I 
may say on that day well done, welcome.  Then I won’t have to say, I never knew 
you that work iniquity.  Remember the gateway to life is small, the road is narrow 
and few find it.  Work out your salvation in trembling and fear of the one who can 
send your soul to hell and fear not man. 
 I say and teach these things that you may have a deeper understanding of my 
Kingdom and how it applies to your life.  I want none to be lost, but those who 
serve me in my mercy always stand with their salvation in the balance.  Tip the 
scales in your favor for salvation, come into my truth and be in love and unity with 
your fellow brothers and sisters.  I am God, I change not.  Be washed in the water 
of my Word and be one with me and deny my truth no longer.  Where do you 
choose to spend eternity, heaven or hell?  You know my heart, what is your heart?  
Let me give you a new heart, be truly born of the Spirit, then the Spirit can 
bring all things to your remembrance and show you things to come and guide you 
into all truth, for whatsoever the Spirit speaks it is what he hears and not of 
himself.”
