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Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,

How much longer by our actions and words we that profess Christ will continue to grieve 
our Father in heaven?  The Lord gave a similar message October 19, 2009.  The Lord gave 
message after message by His prophets to Israel that they would see the truth and repent and 
return  to  Him.   God  changes  not  in  His  methods  because  He  loves  us  and  want  us  to  be 
reconciled to Him by Jesus Christ.  I pray that you hear God's plea and open your heart to the 
Father, the Son and the Holy Ghost according to the word of God and the commands of Christ. 
2 Corinthians 5:18-21 18 And all things are of God, who hath reconciled us to himself by Jesus  
Christ, and hath given to us the ministry of reconciliation;  19 To wit, that God was in Christ,  
reconciling the world unto himself, not imputing their trespasses unto them; and hath committed  
unto us the word of reconciliation. 20 Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God 
did beseech you by us: we pray you in Christ's stead, be ye reconciled to God. 21 For he hath 
made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in  
him. (KJV)

In verse 20 it states "we pray you in Christ's stead, be ye reconciled to God".  How are we 
reconciled to God?  Listen to what the Lord has to say below.

Hear The Truth To Speak The Truth

"Words,  words  and  more  words.   Scripture,  scripture,  and  more  scripture.   Interpretation, 
interpretation and interpretation of My word.  This is what I hear from upon high these days.  I 
ask you these questions.  Are the words you speak truth?  Is the scripture you quote and interpret 
truth?  What is truth and where does truth come from?  Have you received, do you receive and 
do  you  expect  to  receive  truth  from  upon  high  before  you  speak  your  words  reading  and 
interpreting scripture?

Heed My words and listen to the following scripture:  John 14:6 Jesus saith unto him, I am 
the way, the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the Father, but by me. (KJV)  John 15:6,7 
10 & 12  6 If a man abide not in me, he is cast forth as a branch, and is withered; and men  
gather them, and cast them into the fire, and they are burned. 7 If ye abide in me, and my words  
abide  in  you,  ye  shall  ask  what  ye  will,  and  it  shall  be  done  unto  you.  10 If  ye  keep  my 
commandments, ye shall abide in my love; even as I have kept my Father's commandments, and 
abide in his love.  12 This is my commandment, That ye love one another, as I have loved you. 
(KJV)  These things you must know and do.  If My Son, Jesus Christ, is the way, the truth and 
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life, how do you aide in Him.  John 14:26 But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom 
the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your  
remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you. (KJV)  John 16:13-15 13 Howbeit when he, the  
Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but  
whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come. 14 He shall  
glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you. 15 All things that the Father  
hath are mine: therefore said I, that he shall take of mine, and shall shew it unto you. (KJV)

I ask you,  have you obeyed and received the Holy Ghost since you believed?  Only by 
receiving he Holy Ghost by the examples in the Book of Acts can you receive the truth walking 
in the spirit hearing what the Spirit is saying being one with Me and My Son.  Otherwise all your 
actions are works of iniquity not being My will.  I repeat My message again this day by My 
prophet that you may repent and obey to find the truth so that the words you speak interpreting 
the scriptures is the truth.  That this truth may put "the fear of the Lord" in the hearts that hear, 
that they will repent and be saved."  Amen

There is much written about the word of God and how it applies in our lives.  There are 
many works Christians do in the name of Jesus Christ.   There are many churches with their 
doctrines preaching the word of God.  But have we heard the truth from upon high before we 
write, do and preach?  Always remember and never forget these words of Jesus Christ fearing 
God.  Matthew 7:21-23  21 Not every one that saith unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the  
kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the will of my Father which is in heaven. 22 Many will say 
to me in that day, Lord, Lord, have we not prophesied in thy name? and in thy name have cast  
out devils? and in thy name done many wonderful works? 23 And then will I profess unto them, I  
never knew you: depart from me, ye that work iniquity. (KJV)

I share with you this example.  I was washing the car in the driveway.  A car stopped and 
two young men approached me and we began to visit  The conversation turned to the Lord my 
God  as  they  asked  about  one  of  the  names  of  God.   They  opened  their  Bible  to  Psalms 
83:18 That men may know that thou, whose name alone is JEHOVAH, art the most high over all  
the earth. (KJV)  But I knew who they were when they got out of the car.  As they began to 
witness to me, I began to witness to them giving them my testimony.  All was okay until I spoke 
of being baptized in the Holy Ghost and speaking in tongues.  They poked a little fun about 
tongues and opened one of their books of doctrines about the baptism of the Holy Ghost.  Then 
they opened their  Bible  and began to  misquote  in  Corinthians  about  Paul's  teaching  that  all 
should prophesize instead of speaking in tongues.  I explained they were misquoting the word of 
God that Paul was talking about the gifts of the Spirit and not the baptism of the Holy Ghost. 
They became uncomfortable said they were cold and left. It was cold out that day, but as I was 
witnessing about the Lord my God, the cold did not bother me until they left.  Amen.
