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JERUSALEM’S ARE STILL BEING BUILT 
 

John 8:51 Verily, verily, I say unto you, If a man keep my saying, he shall 
never see death. (KJV)

On August 6 of this year it will be 10 years that Jesus Christ has been 
my Lord and Savior.  I never would have believed I would be serving and 
ministering unto the Lord in this manner even if the Lord had told me so on 
that date.  These 10 years has seemed like a moment in time, a blink of the 
eye or a good night’s sleep.  I continue to be faithful in what the Father and 
the Son by the Holy Ghost wants proclaimed otherwise I sin against God and 
heaven.  As I hear, I pass the message on that we will know and obey the 
truth having life. 

This message is from our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.  This message is 
from the Word of God.  This message is from prophecy the Lord has given 
me.  Heed the words of this message, repent and live for Christ is coming for 
his Church and his Church only.  If this message offends your flesh, repent 
and live.  There is only one God and to know him we must obey him and do 
his will.  Repent and do the will of God and not your will thinking it is the 
will of God.  There is only one teacher being the Holy Ghost who speaks 
only what he hears deceiving no one.  Receive the Holy Ghost and be 
deceived no longer by man and his false incomplete preaching.  Repent and 
live.  There in only one way to the Father and that is by Jesus Christ who is 
the truth that we must know and obey to have eternal salvation and enter into 
the gates of the heavenly Jerusalem.  Repent and live.  Church leaders repent 
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and preach as Jesus and Paul did offending those who think they are saved 
but are lost that they may be saved.  Church leaders examine yourselves to 
see if Christ is in you by the complete Word of God.  Repent and live.  Don’t 
hold the truth of the Word of God in unrighteousness any longer, but obey 
the truth being not workers of iniquity who know not God or have not his 
eternal power that was before the beginning.  Repent and live.  Proverbs 
19:16 He that keepeth the commandment keepeth his own soul; but he that 
despiseth his ways shall die. (KJV)  Amen. 
 

On July 12, 2005 while shaving this morning, I heard in the Spirit 
Jerusalem Jerusalem.  Then the Lord spoke—“They are still building their 
Jerusalem’s this day.” (In my spirit from the Holy Spirit I knew it was the 
denominational churches of yesterday and today) 
 As I went into my prayer closet my Lord continued speaking.  “They 
have changed not.  They are as they were when I walked.  They are blind yet 
they think they can see.  They think they are righteous yet work iniquity.  
They claim My presence yet I am not among them.  They will not allow Me 
to gather them, therefore I will make their Jerusalem’s desolate.  They repent 
not of their sin of disobedience and when they see Me again they will not 
rejoice but scream in fear. 
 Listen to My prophets obey and live.  Heed My words and live.  
Repent for you have been deceived by hirelings and other spirits not of Me.  
I am changing things.  Repent and live.  No longer deny the tree of live, but 
embrace her that she may give you life and health.  Who is the tree of life?  
She was formed before the beginning and is here now for those who seek the 
truth of My word being knowledge and wisdom.  Let the Holy Ghost be your 
only teacher by being born of the Spirit with heavenly evidence.  I will come 
again but not for sinners but for My Church.  My Church will be made ready 
and be according to My word.  Repent obey and live.  As many as I love, I 
rebuke and chastise that they are not lost.  Only those that do all of My 
commands will have rights to the tree of life and enter into the gates of My 
bride the heavenly Jerusalem.  Fear My Father who destroys the body 
sending souls and spirits to hell.  Repent being no longer deceived by the 
prince of the air.”  Amen. 

Luke 13:34-35 34 O Jerusalem, Jerusalem, which killest the prophets, 
and stonest them that are sent unto thee; how often would I have gathered 
thy children together, as a hen doth gather her brood under her wings, and 
ye would not! 35 Behold, your house is left unto you desolate: and verily I 
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say unto you, Ye shall not see me, until the time come when ye shall say, 
Blessed is he that cometh in the name of the Lord. (KJV) 

John 4:21-24 21 Jesus saith unto her, Woman, believe me, the hour 
cometh, when ye shall neither in this mountain, nor yet at Jerusalem, 
worship the Father. 22 Ye worship ye know not what: we know what we 
worship: for salvation is of the Jews. 23 But the hour cometh, and now is, 
when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: 
for the Father seeketh such to worship him. 24 God is a Spirit: and they that 
worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. (KJV) 

Today’s Jerusalem’s deny God’s order of things and His word.  Jesus 
said in Matthew 28:20 to his 11 disciples at the mountain where Jesus 
appointed them “Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have 
commanded you:”  Is not Jesus still the same this day as he was yesterday?  
Are not all of Jesus’ teachings and commands found in the Holy Bible being 
the truth of Jesus Christ?  Did not Paul preach the gospel, the doctrine of 
Christ, leaving nothing out?  Is not the Word of God quick and powerful and 
shaper than any two-edged sword?  Is not all Scripture in the Word of God 
inspired by God?  The Word of God being sharp cuts deep into our 
innermost thoughts and desires exposing us for what we really are.  The 
Scripture in the Word of God is useful to teach us what is true and what is 
false in our Christian lives.  The Word of God is a two-edged sword.  One 
edge of the sword is the love, grace and mercy of God with the promise of 
salvation through Jesus Christ, if we believe by faith and work out our own 
salvation with fear and trembling observing all things that Jesus 
commanded.  The other edge of the sword is God’s discipline of those who 
claim Christ yet they continue in the sins of the world after confessing Jesus 
Christ or if they do not observe all the commands of Jesus Christ which is 
also sin.  Peter wrote in 2 Peter 2:17-21 about false teachers and what 
happens to those who continue to be a slave to sin and rejects the commands 
of Christ.  Jesus told those he healed to quit sinning less something worse 
will come upon them. 

2 Peter 2:17-21 17 These people are as useless as dried-up springs of 
water or as clouds blown away by the wind--promising much and delivering 
nothing. They are doomed to blackest darkness. 18 They brag about 
themselves with empty, foolish boasting. With lustful desire as their bait, 
they lure back into sin those who have just escaped from such wicked living. 
19 They promise freedom, but they themselves are slaves to sin and 
corruption. For you are a slave to whatever controls you. 20 And when 
people escape from the wicked ways of the world by learning about our Lord 
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and Savior Jesus Christ and then get tangled up with sin and become its 
slave again, they are worse off than before. 21 It would be better if they had 
never known the right way to live than to know it and then reject the holy 
commandments that were given to them. (NLT) 

 
As Paul wrote in 2 Corinthians 11:4, today’s Jerusalem does seem to 

believe whatever anyone tells them as long as it satisfies their flesh.  By their 
doctrines they preach a different Jesus than what Paul preached receiving a 
different spirit by the gospel they preach.  These Jerusalem’s by worshipping 
the Jesus they have made by the spirit of the flesh become worshippers of 
the idol they have believed in not being the truth of the gospel Paul 
preached.  These Jerusalem’s don’t understand that God shall judge their 
secrets by Jesus Christ according to the gospel Paul preached.  These 
Jerusalem’s being contentious not obeying the truth but obeying 
unrighteousness don’t understand that God will pour out his indignation and 
wrath.  Without repentance, they will never enter into their day of rest.  
Anyone who disobeys God, as the children of Israel did, will fall.  Since 
these Jerusalem’s refuse the truth, being Jesus Christ, demanding salvation 
their own way then God will give them up to uncleanness through the lusts 
of their own hearts and to dishonour their own bodies between themselves.  
These Jerusalem’s will be refused entrance to the gates of the heavenly 
Jerusalem never having rights to the tree of life.  These Jerusalem’s will 
become desolate without repentance.  These Jerusalem’s never sought the 
tree of life as commanded by Jesus Christ in their life on this earth.  These 
Jerusalem’s denied or hated that tree of life loving death sinning against that 
tree wronging their souls.  These Jerusalem’s are liars suffering God’s wrath 
on this earth and being lost for all eternity in the lake of fire without 
repentance. 

2 Corinthians 11:4 You seem to believe whatever anyone tells you, even 
if they preach about a different Jesus than the one we preach, or a different 
Spirit than the one you received, or a different kind of gospel than the one 
you believed. (NLT) 

Today’s Jerusalem’s either through choice after knowing the truth or 
being fools lacking knowledge refuse to preach and teach as Jesus and Paul 
did.  They refuse to preach the second edge of the sword of the Word of God 
for fear of man or offending anyone.  If repentance of sin and disobedience 
of the Word of God is not being preached, then those doing the preaching sin 
against God and heaven.  Jesus said: “Teaching them to observe all things 
whatsoever I have commanded you:”  I see preachers today holding 
preachers conferences for all denominations.  These are preachers that know 
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the truth and have the power of God by the Holy Ghost.  But what do they 
peach?  They preach only the edge of the sword of the Word of God about 
God’s love, grace and mercy and the salvation message of Christ.  They do 
not preach repentance as Jesus and Paul did.  Before we can serve God we 
must know and do his will.  We must wait for the power of the Holy Ghost 
as commanded by Jesus Christ.  They do not ask the question Paul asked in 
Acts 19:2; “Have you received the Holy Ghost since you believed?”  Woe 
unto those preachers on judgment day.  They never preach the truth of the 
Word of God when they know the truth for fear of offending.  They allow 
those attendees to go from those meetings with their flesh satisfied.  They 
are still in their sins never understanding why they are suffering God’s 
discipline and why God does not hear their prayers.  The leaders in today’s 
Jerusalem’s follow the same example refusing to preach repentance for fear 
of offending and losing money and numbers within their walls.  Jesus said in 
Matthew 18:7 “How terrible it will be for anyone who causes others to sin.”   

God has a people he has called, being his remnant that is the true 
disciples of Jesus Christ.  God’s people who know and obey the truth are fed 
from the tree of life everyday as they worship God in the spirit and truth 
being set free from the lies within the walls of today’s Jerusalem’s.  That 
tree of life provides ways of pleasantness on paths of peace.  That tree of life 
holds the length of our days in her right hand and in her left hand riches and 
honour.  That tree of life is named wisdom which the Lord formed from the 
beginning before he created anything else.  Then God later created the 
heaven and the earth.  The earth being without form and void and darkness 
was upon the face of the deep.  The Spirit of God moved upon the face of 
the waters.  The Spirit of God being wisdom was there as God created all 
things rejoicing and being delighted with that God created.  And blessed are 
they that keep the ways of wisdom.  We must listen to the counsel of 
wisdom and be wise.  For whoever finds wisdom finds life and shall obtain 
favor of the Lord. 

The Holy Ghost, the Holy Spirit, the Comforter, the Spirit of truth, the 
Spirit of God and the Spirit of holiness being one in the same being wisdom 
is the one who guides believers into all truth.  All good things come from 
God and are given to Jesus Christ.  The Holy Ghost takes the things of 
Christ and shows them to those who are born of water and of the Spirit being 
able to enter into the kingdom of God.  These disciples or believers being the 
temple of the Holy Ghost, having signs following them, have found the will 
of the Father in their lives.  These believers partake of the bread and the 
wine each day that represents the body and the blood of Jesus Christ.  The 
Word of God is Jesus Christ, the believer’s meat, when they are washed in 
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the word.  These believers having been born of the Spirit by Paul’s teaching 
have the Holy Ghost with the evidence of speaking in tongues.  Jesus pours 
out the Spirit of knowledge, wisdom and the things to come upon these 
believers in their prayer closets.  This is how we eat and drink of the body 
and blood of Jesus each day. 

John 6:53-58 53 Then Jesus said unto them, Verily, verily, I say unto 
you, Except ye eat the flesh of the Son of man, and drink his blood, ye have 
no life in you. 54 Whoso eateth my flesh, and drinketh my blood, hath 
eternal life; and I will raise him up at the last day. 55 For my flesh is meat 
indeed, and my blood is drink indeed. 56 He that eateth my flesh, and 
drinketh my blood, dwelleth in me, and I in him. 57 As the living Father 
hath sent me, and I live by the Father: so he that eateth me, even he shall 
live by me. 58 This is that bread which came down from heaven: not as your 
fathers did eat manna, and are dead: he that eateth of this bread shall live 
for ever. (KJV) 

 
There are many confessing Christians, but not all Christians are 

believers.  Those Christians who are not believers cannot partake of the body 
and blood of Jesus daily according to the Word of God.  If a Christian has no 
signs following them they are not believers.  They are in unbelief and sin 
being damned.  This is the Word of God.  They disobey the sayings of Christ 
and the Word of God observing not all things that Christ commanded.  They 
have never been born of the Spirit and of water to enter into the kingdom of 
God to worship God in the spirit and to receive the gifts of the Spirit.  They 
know about God, seeing the kingdom of God, but they don’t know God or 
the will of God in their lives.  These Christians suffer God’s discipline in 
their lives because they are confessing Christ but they refuse to obey the 
commands of Christ.  Why do these Christians suffer?  Look what Paul 
wrote in 1 Corinthians 15:1-2: “1 Moreover, brethren, I declare unto you the 
gospel which I preached unto you, which also ye have received, and wherein 
ye stand; 2 By which also ye are saved, if ye keep in memory what I 
preached unto you, unless ye have believed in vain.”  These Christians have 
never heard the gospel that Paul preached and they know not how to stand or 
what to do.  They cannot remind themselves because they have never had 
the truth preached to them.  They believe what they have been taught by 
today’s Jerusalem’s being a vain thing claiming a salvation they do not have. 

Mark 16:16-18 16 He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but 
he that believeth not shall be damned. 17 And these signs shall follow them 
that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new 
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tongues; 18 They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, 
it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall 
recover. (KJV) 

That is why Paul warned the Corinthians before taking the Lord’s 
Supper to examine themselves before eating the bread and drinking the 
wine.  If Christians dishonor the body of Christ, the truth, by disobeying 
Christ’s commands or sayings in the Word of God then they eat and drink 
God’s judgment upon themselves.  Many become weak, sick and some are 
dying being in unbelief and sin.  Without repentance these Christians will be 
condemned with the world. 

1 Corinthians 11:27-32 27 So if anyone eats this bread or drinks this 
cup of the Lord unworthily, that person is guilty of sinning against the body 
and the blood of the Lord. 28 That is why you should examine yourself 
before eating the bread and drinking from the cup. 29 For if you eat the 
bread or drink the cup unworthily, not honoring the body of Christ, you are 
eating and drinking God's judgment upon yourself. 30 That is why many of 
you are weak and sick and some have even died. 31 But if we examine 
ourselves, we will not be examined by God and judged in this way. 32 But 
when we are judged and disciplined by the Lord, we will not be condemned 
with the world. (NLT)  But if Christians deny the discipline of the Lord by 
the Holy Ghost by denying the Holy Ghost, they are in sin being condemned 
with the world forever separated from God. 

The Christian believer that God has called, set aside and prepared will 
become the Church Jesus Christ will be coming for.  They must be quick to 
obey the gospel Paul preached in the Word of God.  Heed these three 
scriptures following or else become deceived and grieve the Spirit of God.  
Remember the Word of God gives it own witness.  God’s people have 
purged out the old leaven being a new lump.  Don’t enter into today’s 
Jerusalem’s unless God sends you or you will be exposed to the old leaven 
and may become contaminated.  God’s people know a little leaven spreads 
through out the whole loaf.  Without repentance these Jerusalem’s have a 
different spirit that will defend its territory with anger, hate, and blasphemy 
against the truth of the Word of God.  They will try and destroy all that 
stands against their doctrines of devils. 

1 Corinthians 5:9-13 9 When I wrote to you before, I told you not to 
associate with people who indulge in sexual sin. 10 But I wasn't talking 
about unbelievers who indulge in sexual sin, or who are greedy or are 
swindlers or idol worshipers. You would have to leave this world to avoid 
people like that. 11 What I meant was that you are not to associate with 
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anyone who claims to be a Christian yet indulges in sexual sin, or is greedy, 
or worships idols, or is abusive, or a drunkard, or a swindler. Don't even eat 
with such people. 12 It isn't my responsibility to judge outsiders, but it 
certainly is your job to judge those inside the church who are sinning in 
these ways. 13 God will judge those on the outside; but as the Scriptures 
say, "You must remove the evil person from among you." (NLT)  Christians 
who are believers are to judge those inside the church who are sinning.  If 
the body of that church and the leaders will not repent, then those believers 
are to separate themselves out of those houses of unrighteousness that sin 
against God and heaven.  Obey the Scriptures and be set free from these 
Jerusalem’s in this day. 

2 Thessalonians 3:6 Now we command you, brethren, in the name of 
our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye withdraw yourselves from every brother that 
walketh disorderly, and not after the tradition which he received of us. 
(KJV)  Walketh disorderly here means--deviating from the prescribed order 
of teaching of the gospel that Paul taught by disobeying the Word of God or 
picking and choosing from the Word of God to satisfy the flesh and not the 
spirit of man. 

2 Timothy 3:1-5 1 This know also, that in the last days perilous times 
shall come. 2 For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous, 
boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy, 3 
Without natural affection, trucebreakers, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, 
despisers of those that are good, 4 Traitors, heady, highminded, lovers of 
pleasures more than lovers of God; 5 Having a form of godliness, but 
denying the power thereof: from such turn away. (KJV)  The word “power” 
in the New Testament is God’s power to believers by receiving the Holy 
Ghost as taught in the Book of Acts that was commanded by Jesus Christ 
himself.  We must wait and receive this power before we can become 
ambassadors for Christ otherwise we sin against God and heaven becoming 
liars living in untruth working iniquity. 

The time is coming and it is already here.  Those that God has called in 
these latter days of the last days must separate themselves from Christians 
being in unrighteousness of disobedience as they are lead by the Holy Ghost.  
Upon separation, these Christians have the greater responsibility of 
ministering to God by being in the Word and in their prayer closets to hear 
God’s voice and to do God’s will in God’s timing.  Otherwise the Christians 
become just another Jerusalem. 

Written in Psalm 119:63: only those who fear God and obeys the 
commands of God can be their friends to fellowship with.  These are the 
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believers we can assemble ourselves with that we may exhort one another by 
the leading and the gifts of the Holy Ghost.  These are the believers that we 
can confess our faults or sins to and by prayer we are healed.  These are the 
believers that when assembled together is the Church Jesus Christ is coming 
for.  This Church will not be a Jerusalem with high walls and many doors 
but God’s children who will inherit all things of God and Christ.  Paul 
warned in Ephesians 5:5-6 to let no man fool or deceive with vain words as 
they try to excuse their sins because the wrath of God comes upon all the 
children of disobedience.  These people will not have any inheritance in the 
kingdom of Christ and of God.  In this Scripture Paul makes a distinction 
between the kingdom of Christ and of God.  Remember Christ will have his 
physical kingdom for 1000 years on this earth before he turns it over to his 
Father. 

Ephesians 5:5-6 5 For this ye know, that no whoremonger, nor unclean 
person, nor covetous man, who is an idolater, hath any inheritance in the 
kingdom of Christ and of God. 6 Let no man deceive you with vain words: 
for because of these things cometh the wrath of God upon the children of 
disobedience. (KJV) 

These believers will be the voice crying in the wilderness to repent for 
Jesus Christ is coming for his Church to receive honor and glory.  These 
believers having passed all tests and trials will receive the latter rain of 
anointing to operate in the power, glory and majesty of God.  These 
believers will do what Jesus Christ did and greater things with all signs 
following them.  These believers will be a day to day living testimony of 
Christ in them operating in the now and not giving witness of what God did 
yesterday or last month.  These believers will be sent into the today’s 
Jerusalem’s by the authority of God and in the power of the Holy Ghost to 
harvest for the Church that Jesus is coming for.  This will be the preparation 
and an example of how Christ will come when the last trump is blown.  
Christ comes for his Church his body and not for sinners.  The sheep will be 
removed from the goat pens of today’s Jerusalem’s. 

These sheep will be fed and matured.  Christ will appoint leaders over 
them.  These leaders will be the hidden ones prepared and taught by the 
Holy Ghost.  They will be apostles, prophets, evangelists, pastors, teachers 
that Christ appointed.  There will be apostles, prophets, teachers, miracle 
workers, those who have the gift of healing, those who can help others, those 
who can get people to work together and those who can speak in tongues 
that God has set in the church.  The Holy Ghost will distribute the gifts of 
the Spirit as he decides in the body of Christ.  These gifts of the Holy Ghost 
are the word of wisdom, the word of knowledge, faith, gifts of healing, the

working of miracles, prophecy, discerning of spirits, diver kinds of tongues, 
and the interpretation of tongues.  Christ will be the head of these leaders 
and his body building his Church. 

Psalms 127:1 1 Unless the LORD builds a house, the work of the 
builders is useless. Unless the LORD protects a city, guarding it with 
sentries will do no good. (NLT) 

Then the Word of God in Ephesians 4:12-16 will be fulfilled and Christ 
will have his Church to stand in the day of tribulation.  This is the Church 
Jesus Christ will be coming for not the Jerusalem’s that are out there in this 
day.  This Church will be the Elijah Church standing before the world 
speaking as Elijah spoke—“How long are you going to waver between two 
opinions?  If the Lord is God, follow him!  But if Baal is God, then follow 
him!” (1Kings 18:21).  This Church will raise the issue of Jesus Christ.  The 
challenge will be made and the Jerusalem churches in this day will have to 
make a decision concerning Jesus Christ.  Either Christ is the truth to be 
obeyed or Christ is a liar.  Either Christ is our Lord and Savior or Christ is 
not.  These Jerusalem churches must repent and accept Christ and his 
commands or continue to reject Christ.  Either way Christ is the I AM.  This 
is the Church that will do what Jesus did and greater things having the latter 
rain, anointing, worshipping God in the Spirit being and one with God 
through Jesus Christ seeing what the Father does and doing the Father’s 
work by the Holy Ghost.  This is the Church that God will hear and answer 
their prayers and if they call the judgment fire down from heaven it will 
come.  This is the Church that will prepare the way for the coming of Christ 
in the power, glory, and the majesty of God.  This Church will be the 
overcomers of the world and the devil by the blood of the lamb, by the word 
of their living testimony completing the works of Jesus Christ loving their 
lives not unto death fulfilling the Word of God as it is written that many will 
be martyred because the world will hate them without cause.  The other 
churches, these Jerusalem’s of today, will hate the Church of Jesus Christ 
because of their allegiance to Jesus Christ.  The prayer that Jesus prayed in 
John 17 will be answered before Christ comes again. 

Ephesians 4:12-16 12 For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of 
the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ: 13 Till we all come in the 
unity of the faith, and of the knowledge of the Son of God, unto a perfect 
man, unto the measure of the stature of the fulness of Christ: 14 That we 
henceforth be no more children, tossed to and fro, and carried about with 
every wind of doctrine, by the sleight of men, and cunning craftiness, 
whereby they lie in wait to deceive; 15 But speaking the truth in love, may 
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grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ: 16 From 
whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which 
every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of 
every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love. 
(KJV) 

Remember Christ comes not for sinners but his Church.  His Church 
being those believers who are holy as God is holy, being washed in the 
Word of God, born of water and of the Spirit knowing and doing the will of 
the Father in heaven, having not spot or wrinkle and without blemish.  These 
are the ones who will be changed in the twinkle of the eye while all others 
will be meat for the fowls of the air a great banquet prepared by God.  The 
flesh of all men both great and small that know not God and those who 
claimed God but disobeyed the commands of Christ will be consumed being 
forever separated from God.  Psalms 25:10 All the paths of the LORD are 
mercy and truth unto such as keep his covenant and his testimonies. (KJV)  
Repent obey God and live.  Amen. 
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
