The Holy Spirit taught this in prayer today. 
 
 The key to the narrow gate to see the kingdom of God is by the 
confession of our lips and by faith in believing Christ is the risen one.  The 
keys to enter into the kingdom of God are being born of water and of the 
Spirit and being in the truth obeying the command of Christ.  It is by these 
keys the doors of heaven are opened wide for knowledge, wisdom and the 
gifts of the Holy Spirit to live by the spirit receiving all of the things of 
God on this earth and the world to come by Jesus Christ through the Holy 
Ghost. 
 Jesus Christ is the truth, the way and the life.  We cannot come to the 
Father in heaven or receive of the Father in this world but by Christ.  We 
who obey Christ’s teachings will be set free coming into the truth, walking 
the way and having life ever after with the Father in the heavenly 
Jerusalem.  If we disobey the truth we have not God, for we entered not by 
the door of Christ.  We are thieves and robbers trying to climb into heaven 
some other way.  We will lose what we think we have and will be kicked 
out of heaven only seeing and never having God or his promises.  Only 
darkness awaits those who disobey after confessing Christ.  We will lose 
the race if we run by our own rules and not the commands of Christ. 

Christ is the truth, the way and the life.  All else is a lie from the devil 
who deceives to steal your soul.  Fear God who can destroy the body and 
send your soul to the lake of fire on judgment day.  God has no favorites 
when he judges and we all will be judged by what we do and say on the 
earth.  We must work out our own salvation with fear and trembling 
coming to know the will of God in our lives always being ready for our 
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salvation forgiving all who have sinned against us so the Father may 
forgive our sins. 
 Our lips cannot be spewing forth sweet and bitter water with blessings 
and curses of God’s creations that are made in his image.  If our lips spew 
forth bitterness and curses we have not the truth of Christ or the love of 
God in our hearts.  We serve not the kingdom of God, but the prince of the 
air.  He was a liar and we lie to ourselves about who we are as Christians 
believing we have salvation.  We cannot serve two masters.  We will love 
one and hate the other.  Our lips and our works show the one we love and 
this is how we will be judged.  We must examine ourselves to see if we 
pass the test of Christ within us.  Our lips must line up with Christ’s 
teachings coming into the truth of the doctrine of Christ walking the way to 
life with Christ and the Father in heaven being taught by the Holy Ghost 
receiving the things of God through Christ by the Holy Ghost. 

Paul asked on his third missionary journey “have you received the Holy 
Ghost since you believed?”  If you have, you will have evidence of 
speaking in tongues.  This is the truth of Christ.  Don’t try to enter into the 
kingdom of God some other way.  Amen. 
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
